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Every ten years, following the census, the Apportionment Board convenes to draw the 
district lines for the members of the Ohio General Assembly. The apportionment board 
is comprised of five members and will convene in 2011.  The members include: 

 the Governor of Ohio, 
 the Ohio Secretary of State, 
 the Ohio State Auditor, 
 a member selected by the Speaker of the Ohio House of Representatives and the 

senate leader of the same party 
 a member selected by the house and senate leaders of other party. 

This format ensures that no party can hold all five seats. At least one seat will belong to the 
minority party.
